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Areas of Training and Experience

I. Dr. Grieger's practice is focused on military courts martial - he is a uniquely qualified consultant based on both experience and his study of judicial procedure and case law.

Witness credibility - including false allegations

Characteristics of psychiatric disorders - consistent or inconsistent with the effects of a reported crime against them

False allegations of rape or abuse (including child sexual abuse) and reasons that drive such false allegations
